     Today is the last topic we will be covering in this series on                     
the Holy Spirit. Rather than discussing Him in light of His explicit                   
identity or work, we will examine an interesting passage in which 
Jesus speaks of a sin against the Spirit that "shall not be forgiven... 
either in this age or the age to come." 
      
     With a casual reading, this passage at best raises an eyebrow, 
but at worst can trigger a host of fears that one could be carrying                
a sin for which there is no grace. How are we to understand this 
challenging passage? What are we to then make of other passages 
of scripture that promise cleansing from all sin? I hope to give a 
good and reassuring answer to anyone who has wondered such 
things as we dive into the background of Matthew 12. In the                 
process, I expect that we will gain a deeper understanding of                 
Who the Holy Spirit is and how He works on the human heart.
